TRAVEL TRAILER PARK LAW

ADOPTED — SEPTEMBER, 1992



Be it enacted by the Board of Trustees of the Village of
Constablevilie as follows:

ARTICLE I. INTRODUGCTORY PROVISIONS
Section 110.__ Enactment_and Authorization

The Board of Trustees of the Village of Constablevilla, Lewis
County, New York, does hereby ordain and enact the Village of
Consrableville HMcbhile Home Law pursuant co the authority and
pravisicns of Section 4-412 of the Village Law and of Section 10
of the Municipal Home Rule Law.

Section 120, Title

This local law shall be known as the "Village of Constableville
Mobile Home and Travel Trailer Park Law".

Section 130. Purpose

It ig the purposs of this lecal law to promote the health, safety,
and general welfare of the Village by providing minimum standards
for the placement and use of mobile homes and travel trailer parks
in the Village of Constableville. A ¢lean, wholesome, attractive
envirchment is declared to be of inmportance to the health and
safety of the inhabitants of the Village and, in addition, such an
environment is deemed essential to the maintenance and contipued
development of the economy of the Village and the general welfare
of its inhabitants.

Section 140¢. Administration

This Mobile Home and Travel Trailer Fark Law shall be administcered
by the Board of Trustees and the Enforcement Qfficer, and the
duties of each shall be ag provided herein.

ARTICLE II. DEFINITIONS
For purpeses of this law, the following terms shall have the
indicated meanings:

Accessory Structure: A building or a structural adjunct, such as
a8 garage or porch, which primarily serves a subordinate function
generally associated with the residential use and occupatien of
premises and thus excluding, by way of example, a dwelliing, =a
mobile home, ¢or an addition or detached building acting as business
or living guarters.

Building: A reoofed structure having celumns or walls resting upon,

or affixed to, the ground or grounded support, but excluding mobile
homes and travel trailers.

Dﬂ&}ling: & building exclusively used, designed or incended as
living guarters for one or more persons, whether or nat cccupied.

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Secticon 180. Meindstration

This Mobile Bome and Travel Trailer Park Lew shall be administered by the Board of Trustees and tha
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ATIOE IT. IEFINTIOS
Fot purposes of this law, the following terms shall have the indieated meanings:

hocesacry Structure: A building o & structural adjunct, such as a garage ar porch, vhich primarilty
serves a subordinate functicn generally associated with the residential use and ocoupation of
pravises and thus excluding, by way of exanple, & dwalling, a mcbile ixme, or an addition or detached
uilding acting as business or living quarters,

Building: A roofed structure having colums or walls resting upen, or affized to, the ground ac
grounded suppoet, but excluding mobile homes and travel trailers. .

Dwaliing: A building exclusively used, desigued or intended as living quarters f
perscns, shether or oot ocrupied. (1) e e e e
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Enforcement Qfficer: An individual designaced by resolutcion of the
Board of Trustees to assume, undertake and exercise the dutiesz and
responsibilities placed upon that officer by the provisions of this
law.

Frontage: The distance bstween ti¢ boundariez of & lot measured
at the peints of intersection with the road line.

Lot All areas of contigusus real estate ownad by the same
individual or individuals, or such lessgser porticon therecf as is
established and identified either by a survey filed in the office
of the Lawis County Clerk or by a deed racorded in the office of

the Lewis County Clerlk.
Lot Line: Property lines bounding a lot.

Mchile Home: Manufactured housing designed with a chassis, and
constructed to be towed, driven, or oetherwise transporced whole or
in part to a silte, and which is designed to permit cccupancy for
dwelling, sleeping, or c¢ommercial purpeses. A mobile home shall
be construed to remain 8 mobile homse, subject to all regulatiens
applying thereto, whether or not wheels, axles, hitch, or other
aprurtenances of mobhility are removed and regardless of the nature
of the foundation provided. The term mobile home shall not include
"madular homes", which bears an insignia issued by the State Fire
Prevention and Building Code Council as required in SNYCRE 1212,
or travel trailers.

Rear Lot Line: That let line which i1s opposite and most diastant
from the road line.

Road Center Line: The center of the traveled surface ¢f a road,

Road Line: The right of way line of a public &r privace rcad.
Absent record evidence of the right of way line of a public road,
that right of way shall be deemed te extend 25 feet on either sids
cf the public reoad centerline.

Road, Private: LA private right of way of at least EB0' in width,
which affords che principal means of &¢cess to abutting properties,
identified either by a survey filed in the office of the Lewis
County Clerk, or by a deed recorded in the office of che Lewis
County Clerk.

Road, Public: A public way for vehicular traffic which affords the
principie means of access to abutting properties,

Setback, Front: The shortest distance between a specified object
and a road center line,

Setback, Rear: The shortest distance between a aspecified obijact
and the rear laot line.



Setback, Side: The shortest distance between & specified object
and a lat line thar is not a road line or rear lotr line.

Travel Trailer: Any enclosed motor wvehicle or traller used or
designed to be used for recreational travel and temporary living
and/or sleeping purposes in¢luding but net limited to motor homes,
truck campers, camping trailers, campers, travel trailers, pop-up
trailers, tent trailers, and over—-night trailers.

Travel Trailer Park: A leot which includes two or more travel
trailer gites which are rented, leased, or used for commercial gain
or are available for rental, lease, or other means ¢f commercial

gain.

Travel Trailer Site: A plot of land sufficiently improved and
equipped to accommodate the placement therson, and the &cgupancy,
of 2 travel trailer, together with so much ¢f the surrcunding real
esrtate A5 13 reserved exclusively to serve that travel trailer and

its occupants.

ARTICLE III. PERMIT REQUIREMENTS FOR MCEILE HOMBES

Section 310. Permit Required

A. Except as otherwise provided by this law, a permit shall be
reguired before an owher, tenant or other occcupant ¢f real
estate may locate, relocate, or replace a meblle home in the
Village of Constableville or erect, sanlarge or replace an
accessory structure to that mobile home. A permit shall be
issued pursuant to, and in accordance with, the requirements
of this law.

B. Nc person or entity in possession of real estate within the
Yillage of Constableville, az owner, tenant, or otherwisse,
shall knowingly authorize or permit the use of that property
as the site of a mobile home, unless a permit has first been
izgued pursuant to this law.

Section 320. Emergency Living Quarters Exception

4 mobile home may temporarily be located wichin the Village and
occupied as living quarters, exXempt from the requirements of
Article IV and Article ¥V, upen the following conditions:

a. The usual living quarters <¢f the occupants have been
reodered uninhabitable because of fire, fliocod or other
dizaster:

L. Within 48 hours after occupancy, temporary arrangaments
have been implemanted for safe and adeguate accesa, fuel
and water supply, and sewage dispesal for the mobile
home ;



c. Within 120 hours after placement of the mokile home, an
application for a temporary permit is filed; and

d. The mobile home is removed from such temporary site by
the expiration date of the temporary permit or within 3
days after sarvice of a notice of determination denying
the temporary permit aon account of failure to meet any
of the foregoing conditions, whichever is earlier.

Section 330. Interim Quarters Excaption

A single mobile home may temporarily be located within the Village
and occupied, exempt from the requirements of Article IV and
Article ¥, upon the following conditions:

a. The intended cccupants are in the proceas of constructing
or renovating a <onventional dwelling upen the same lot
or are engaged in a construction project within the

Village;
b. A temporary permit is first ebtained;
C. Temporatry arrangements are first implemented for safe and

adaquate access, fuel and water supply., and sewage
disposal for the mobile home; and

d. The mobile home 15 removed from such temporary site at
the ea=zrliest to occur of the following: by the
expiration date of the temporary permlt; the expiration
of three days from sBervice of a notice of determination
denying the temporary permit con aceount of failure to
meet any of the foregoing conditions; the completion of
the work asscociated with issuance of the temporary
permirt,

ARTICLE IV. EREGULATIONS FOR ALL MOBILE HOMES
The follewing standards zhall apply with respect te each mobile
home leocated or relocated, within the Village eof Censtableville

unless specifically exempted by other provision in thia law:

Section 410. Mobile Home Faatures

1. All mobile hemes shall be in compliance with atandards equal
to or more stringent than the U.S5. Department of Housing and
Urban Devalopment {HUD} Manufactured Mobila Home Censtruction
and Safety Standards, 24 CFR Part 3280C {(1976), and as amended.
The applicant is respensible for providing adequate evidence
that these standards have been complied with. The presence
of a permanent certification label affixed te the mobile home
by the manufacturer shall be presumptive evidence that the
congtruction of a mobile home is in compliance with such
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standards;

The= mobile home shall bear data relative to the structural
zone and wind zone for which the heme is designed;

The mobile home shall bear datsa relative to the heating &nd
insulatien zone and outdoor design temperature;

The mobile home shall have a pitched roof of a minimuem rarvio
of 1/4 labout 14 Jdegrees}. Such roof shall have roofing
shingles or a shingle-like appearance;

The mobile home =shall have a minimum enclesed horizontal
exterior dimensicon of not less thah twenty (20} fest; and

The exterior siding of the mobile home shall be of traditional
gite—built finished appearance including, but not limited to
brick, log. clapbcard or other similar siding.

Eection 420. Mobile Home Skirting

A.

The mobile home shall be provided with 2 skirt within 60 days
of placement at its site in order to screen space between the
mobile home and the ground.

The skirt shall be of permanent material praviding a finished
exterjor appearance.

Section 430. Mobile Home Pad

1.

The mobile home site shall be provided wich a pad, basement
ar cellayr, which will give a firm base and adequate support
for the mobils home;

A basement or cellar, shall be fonstructed in accordance with
the New Yark State Uniform Fire Prevention and Building Code.

A pad shall have a dimension approximating the width and
length of the mobile home and any expansions thereto; and

Pads shall be either:

a. 10 inches of compact gravel; or
k. a full concrete slab at least 6 inches thick; or
c. Six inches of compacted gravel with a reinforced caneretce

runner on each side of the pad to provide support. Such
runner shall be a minimum of fouy feet wide, 65 feet leng
and 8ix inches thilck; or

d. be compriszed of muc¢h other materials as are recommended
and approved by the mobile home manufacturer or by a
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licensed engineey; and

ARTICLE V. MOBILE HOME PLACEMENT STANDARDS

The following standards ahall apply with respect to the lecaticon
or relocaticn, of each moebile home within the Village of
Constableville, unless specifically exempted by ¢ther provision of
this law.

Section 510. Lot Size and Character

1. Each lot intended or acting as the site of a mobile home and
having the reguired frontage on a public road must consiast of

at least ¢one acre;

2- Each lot intended or acring as the site of a mobile heme and
having the required frontage on a private road muost consist
of at least two acres;

3. Such lot sbkall have at least 200 fect of frontage upon a
public or private road;

4. At the time of mobile home placement and thereafter, no other
mobile home and no buildings other than accessory structures
may be situate upon the lot; and

5. Each lot ahsll have access to and provide adequate potable
water supply and sewage disposal in accordance with NYS Health
Codes and Local Laws and Ordinances of the Village of
Constableville.

Section 520. Flacement

The placement of the mobile home, agcessory structures, non-
municipal sewage disposal system and well systems shall conform
with the following:

1. Minimum setbacks shall be:

a. For mebile homes, accessory structures, and non-municipal
sewage disposal systema:
50' front satback
50' side setback
10' rear setback

b. Fuel tanks shall be located ocut of public view on the
opposite side of the mobile heme from the reoad line. In
the case of a corner lot, fuel tanks shall be located
along a side of the mobile home, not facing a toad.



ARTICLE VI. TRAVEL TRAILERS

Section 610. General

Except as hersafter provided, a travel trailer may not be occupied,
situated, or remain within the Village of Constableville on an
overnight basis with the following exXceptions:

1.

This section shall not apply tc an unoccupied travel trailer
which constitutes display inventory upon the premises of a
travel trailer =sales business,

This section shall not apply to a travel trailer located,
relocated, maintained or ocoupied at an zutheorized site within
a travel trailer park. For purposes of this subsection,
“authorized aite” shall mean and be limited to:

a. A travel trailer site, conforming to the standards sec
out in this law, which waa duly disclosed and identified
upen the approved propoasd park plan submittad in
conjunction with the subject travel trailler park's permit
application; or

b. A travel trailer site, established prior to the effective
date of this law.

Thiz sectien shall not apply to A travel traller while logac-
ed, releocated, maintained, or occupied upon the premises of
its owner or of a consenting landowner sclely for purposea of
its storage, or non-commercial use where no fee or other meth-
od of payment is chargesd the user, and where the travel trail-
gr is oesupied for no motre than three consecubtive months, nor
more thah s8ix montha in the aggregate in any ¢calendar year.

ARTICLE VIT. TRAVEL TRAILER PARE STANDARDS

The following standards shall apply with respect to each travel
trailer park created, constructed, alterad, or enlarged, within the
Village of Constableville unless apecifically exempted by other
provision of this law:

1.

A proposed travel trailer park shall be located where orderly
development of a travel trailer park canm be undercaken in
harmony with development of the surrcunding area in terms of
traffic generation, ease and safety of vehicular access to and
circulation within the park, aafety of pedestrian movement,
location of structures, adequacy of off-road parking, place-
ment and sizing of sewage treatment and water supply aystems
npd other utilities, satety of fuel storage and supply, pro-
vision of open space, recreation facilities or areas, delivery
of services and adequacy of landscaping and buffering.
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Z. Each travel trailer park shall have adeguacte access to a
public highway, and sach travel trailer site shall be serviced
by interior roadways.

Section 710. Travel Trailer Site

1. Travel trailer siltes shall be located off generally Llavel
terrain, that is well drained and free of flood hazard.

2. The corners of each travel trailer site shall be c¢learly and
permanently marked, and each site numbered for identification-

Section 720. Travel Trailer Site Size

Each travel trailer site shall be at least 2,500 Bquare feet in
aiza.

Section 730. Setbacks and Spacing

All buildings and travel traller sites shall have a sstback of 125
feat from the rcad line of all public roads, and the setbagk area
shall be substantlially wooded and adequately landscaped to provide
opague screening from all public roads. Utility hook-ups for each
site shall assure 25' separation distance between travel trailers.

Section 740. Sewer, Water and Public Utilities

1l. Sewer and water facilltiez shall be provided in accordance
with the requirements of Chapter 1, FPart 7, New York Stace
Sanitary Code, as well as the laws and ordinances of the

Village of Constableville.

ARTICLE VIII. APPLICATION PROCEDURES FOR MOBILE HOMES

Section 810. Applicatioen

The applicant for a mobile home permit or temporary permit shall
obtain application forms from the Village Clerk. Application shall
be made using forms escaklished by Village Board of Trusteeas
Resclution.

Section B820. Site Plan Contants

The applicant shall provide & site plan indicacting: All propercy
lines and dimensions; all existing or proposed structures: all
existing rcads, essements, or proposed driveways: all existing or
propesed wells and sanitary facilitiea; all bodiss of water,
streams, or wetlands.



Section B30. Issuance of Permit

Within thirty (30} days of receipt by the Village Clerk of a
complered applicaction, the Enforcement Officer shall appreove or
deny the application faor a mobile homa permit or temporary permit.
Approval or denial shall be based upcon conformance with the
applicable regquirements of this law. The applicant szhall be
notified, in writing., of the Enforcement Officer's decision.

Section 840. Permit Expiration

A permit shall expire =six months from the date of issuance. F. |
permit may be renewed upon authorization of the Village Board of
Trustees. (For Temporary Parmit Expiration, see Section 850).

Section 850. Temporary Permit Expiration

Temporary permits shall expire six months f£roem the date of
issuance. A temperary permit may be renewed upon authorizatien of
the Village Board of Trustesas.

ARTICLE IX. APPLICATION PROCEDURES FOR TRAVEL TRAILER PARKS

Section 910. Objectives

In considering applications for travel trailer park permits, the
village Board of Trustees shall take into consideration the health,
safaty, welfare, and comfort and convenience of the public¢ in
general, the residents of the proposed development, and the
residents of the immediate surrounding area. Coenditions and
safeguards may be imposed in order that, to the maximem extent
possible, the following objectives are realized:

1. VYehicular Access. Praposed adcess points, not excessive in
number, shall be adeguate in width, grade, alignmetit, and
visibility and separate from intersecticns or places of public
assembly.

2. Circulaticn and Parking. There ahall be adeguate cff=-stcreet
parking and loading spaces t¢ accommodate all wvehicles
utilized by persons connected with or viziting the
development, The interior circulaticon system shall provide
safe accessibility to all parking 1lots, and adequare
separation of pedestrian and wehicular traffic.

3. Landscaping and Screening. All parking, travel trailers,
atorage, loading and service areas shall be screened at all
seasons of the year from the view of adjacent residential
areas, and the general landscaping of the site shall be
harmonious with the surrounding areas.




Nartural Features. The proposed development, including ics
sanitary and water service facilities, shall be compatible
with geologic, hydrolegle and scil conditions of the site and
adjacent areas and, to the extent possible, existing natural
or scenic features and conditions will be preserved.

Section 920. Application for Park Plan Approval

Each application for park plan approval shall be filed with the
Village Clerk, toegether with the appropriate fee. The application
shall include two copies of a proposed park plan, drawn te scale,
accurately depicting, identifying and lakeling the fellowlng:

Date, northpoint, written and graphic scale;

Boundaries of the lot, including distances, bearings and
acreage;

Lecation and ownership of all adjacent lands as shown on the
latest tax racords;:

Location, name and width of adjacent roads;

Location, width and purpose of all existing and proposed rcads
upan the lot and of exiasting and proposed sasements, sathacks,
regervations and areas of common use affecting the property:;

Location, scope and purpose of exiscing and proposed deed
restrictiona or covenants affecting the property:

Existing hydrologic features, together with grading and
drainage plan showing existing and propesed contours at &-
foor intervals;

Laocation, use, and height and dimensions of all exiscing and
praposed bulldings:

Location, design and composition of all existing and proposed
perking and truck loading areas with access ang egress drives
thereto;

Location of existing and proposed pedestrian access, including
public and private sidewalks;

Location of outdoor storage, if any:
Lecation, design and component materials for all existing and
proposad aite impreovements, including drains, culverts,

rataining walls and fences:
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14. Description of the proposed method of sewage dispoesal and the
location, design and component materials for such facilities;

15, Description of the proposed method of securing potable water
and loeation, design and component materials for such
Facilities:

16. Location of proposed fire lanes, other emergency zones and
fire hydrants;

17. Location, design and component materials for all existing and
propesed facilities, including electrical, gas and solar

enargy!

18. Location, size, design and component materials for all
proposed signs;

19, Lecation and proposed development ocf all buffer arsas,
including indication ef existing and proposed vegetative
COVer;

20. Location and design of exisring and propesed outdoor lighting
facilities;

21. Number and distribution of all existing and propesed travel
trailey aites;

22. General landscaping/screening plan and planting achedule;
23. A draft Environmental Impact Stactement {(EIS}, where reguired;

24. The proposed method of maintaining, signing and traffic
control for all proposed roads;

25, Detailed sizing and final material specificatiens for all
requirad improvements;

26. Estimated project comnstructicn schedule:

27. Record of applicaticn for and approval status &f all necessary
permits from federal, atate and county officials; and

28. Orther elements integral to the proposed development as
considered necessary by the Village Board of Trustees.

Section 930. Village Board of Trustees Review of Park Plan

The ¥illage Board of Trustees shall consider not only the proposed
park plan, but alsc its effect eoen the communircy. Such
congideration shall include, as appreopriate, bur shall neot be
limited to, the economie, social, physical and environmental
aspects of the proposal.
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Section 940. Public Hearing

The Village Board of Trustees shall conduct a public hearing on the
application. Such public hearing shall be conducted within 45 days
of the receipt of the completed applicaricon for park plan approval
and shall ke advertised at least five days before the hearing in
the Village's official newspaper.

Section 950. Beoard of Trustees Acticn or Fark Flan Application

Within 45 days after such public hearing. the Village Board of
Trustaes shall render a decision on the park plan application. The
Village Board's decision shall be filed with the ¥Village Clerk and
& copy of it forwarded to the applicant by certified mail. The
dacision may approve the application, deny the applicatisn, or
approve the application subject te the incorporation of specific
modifications inte the park plan. The decisicon may also impese
performance assurance requirements, as a condition of development.

Secticn 960. Village Board of Trustees Action cn SEQR

The Village Board of Trustees shall, where requiraed, be responsible
for completion of a final EIS with revisions as they deen
necessary,. together with a statement of findings regquired under the
State Environmental Qualicy Review (SEQR) Law {Section 8-0109- of
Environmental Conservaticn Law)., The Village Board of Trusctees
shall file and ¢irculate a final notice of completion as reguired
in the provisicna of Part 617, Title &, NYCURR. The reascnable
costa to the Village Board of Trustees in completing the final EIS
shall be paid for by the applicant.

Section 970. Endorsement of Site Development Plan

Where the Village Board of Trustees renders a decision approving
a park plan application, the Board shall sndorsse its approval upon
a copy of the site development plan and shall file same with the
Village Clerk. Where the decision approves the application subject
to modifications, that gqualificatioen shall be noted in the Board's
endorsement.

Section 980. Data to be Submitted by Applicant After Approval

The {ollowing shall be prepared by the applicant unless waived by
the Village Board of Trustees, and filed with the Village Clerk.
After approval is given by the Village Board of Trustees and before
proposed development begins:

1. Vicinity Map. This map, drawn at a scale of 2,000 feet to the
inch or larger, shall show the relarionship of the proposed
development to existing community facilitiea that may affect
er serve 1lt, such as rcads, shopping areas, schools,
enployment centers, atc. It ahall shew all properties,

1z



subdivisions., roads and easements within 300 faer of the
proposed development., Such a sketch may be superimposed on
a USG5 map of the area.

Topographice Map. This map, drawn at a scale of 100 fast to
the inel or larger, shall show existing topography at a
contour interval of net more than five feet. This map shall
also show the location of significant natural features that
may influence the design of the proposed use, such as water
courses, swamps, Wetlands, rock Sutcrops, Wooded areas and
areas subject to flosoding.

Final Site Develgpment Plan. This map, drawn at a scale of
100 feet teo the inch or larger, shall show the propased

development as finally approved and ahall include all features
and improvements described in Arcicle VIT and Article IX.

Elevations and/cr Sections. The site plan shall be
accompanied by approved elevations and/or sections at the same
or larger scale asz reguired for the site plan, drawn in
gsufficient detail to delineate claarly the kulk and height of
all buildings and other permanent structures incliuded in the
proposal.

Engineering Plans. Approved engineering plans, including road
improvements, drainage aystem and public or private utilicy
svstema, and other such supporting data as may be nescessary.

Assurances. The applicant shall provide any assurances of
performance required by the Village Board of Trustee's
decision ¢f approval.

Inspection Fees. Tha applicant shall submit the regquired fees
for Enforcement Cfficar inspection during cotnstruction.

Saction 9390. Travel Trailer Park Permits

1.

The Enforcement Officer shall issue a travel trailer park
permit to the applicant within 10 days of the filing of an
approved site development plan. Where the Village Board of
Trustees approves the =site development plan subisct to
modifications, the Enforcement Qfficer shall issue a permit
subject to such modifications.

Travel Traller Park Permits shall expire one vear from the

date of issuance. Travel traller park permits may be renewsd
upon authorization of the Village Board of Trustees.
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ARTICLE X. NONCONFORMITIES
Section 1010. re—axisting Mobile Homes

A, A permit ahall not be required for the continued locaticon, use
or ncoupation of a2 mobile home situated within the Village on
the effective date of this law {2 "pre-existing mobila heome").
And the mobile home itself, asz well as pre-eXxisting accessory
structuras and well and sgeptic systems, shall be exempt from
the scandards set forth in Articles IV and V of this law sco
long as the mobile home remains at that particular site.

B. A permit shall be raguired, however, to replace or eniarge a
pre-existing mobile home, or accessory struckture largar than
200 =s5g. ft., or to add accessory structures larger than 200

sq. fr.. In all situaiicns whether ¢r not a permic is

required:

i. The raplacement, enlargement or addition shall meec all
of the standards set forth in Articles IV and V af this
law;

2. The replacement, enlargement or addition shall not result
in any further or greater epncroachment of the placement
standards sat farch in Article ¥V then exisced at the
effective date of this law;

3. In order to replace a pre-exXisting mobile home or acces-
sory structure, there must be compliance with all of the
standards set forth in Articles IV and V of this law.

C. L permit shall be required in order to¢ releocate a pre-
axisting mobile home upon the same site or te a differant site
within the wvillage after the effective date of this lew, HNo
permit shall be issued in such instances unless the standards
set forth in Articles IV and V of thisz law are sacisfied.

Eectien 1124d. Amendments

The Village Board, after public notice and hzaring, may amend this
iaw pursuant to the applicable requirements of the State of NT.
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Section 111310, Permit or Approval Revocation

The Village Board of Trustees shall revoke any permitc or approval
issued hereunder onh account of a wviclation of the applicable
raquirements contained in this law. Before taking such action, the
Board shall afford the permit holder written notice and the
eppertunity within 30 days thereafter either to make writrcen demand
for a hearing before the Board on the issues or to remedy the
viclations. Should timely demand be made for a hearing, the
Village Board of Trustees shall fix a date and time therefore and
notify the permit hoelder at least 20 daya in advance.

Section 1140. Appeals

Any person aggrieved by any decision of the Village Board of
Trustees or any officer, department, beoard o©or bureau of =the
Viliage, may apply to the Supreme Court for a review by a
proceeding under Article 78 of the Civil Pracrice Law and Rules.
Such proceedings shall be instituted within 30 days after the
filing of a decision in the office of the Village Clerk.

Section 1150, Enforcement

1. Pursuant to S5ection 10 of Municipal Home Rule Law and Section
7-7T14 of Village Law, any person, f£irm, or corporation who
commits an offense against, discheys, negleacts or refuses to
comply withh or resgisrs rthe enforcement of any of the
provisions of this Jlaw shall, upon convictionh, be deemed
guilty of a viclation, punishable by a fine of not more than
5250.00) or by imprisconment or by both such fine and
imprisonnent. Each week an offense is continued shall be
deemad a separate violation of chis law.

2. In addition to the pehnalties provided above, the Village Board
of Trustess may alsc maintain an actlon or prodeeding in the
name of the Village in a court of competent jurisdiction to
compel c¢ompliance with or to restrain by injuncticon the
vicolation of this law.

Section 1160, Severagbility

Tha provisions of this local law are severable, If any article,
section, paragraph or provision of this law shall ke invalid, such
invalidity shall apply only to the articlae, section, paragraph or
provision(s}! adjudged invalid, and the rest of this local law shall
remain valid and effactive.

Sectien 1170. Variances

The Fillagg Board of Trustees may, in a proper case zand afrter
pu;llc hearing, grant s variance from one or meore requirements of
this law. Requests for wvariance shall ke presanted by written
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application upen forms preasceribed by the Village Board of Trustses.
In reviewing such recquests, the Board shall, among other pertinenc
considerations, take account of: the nature and severity of che
hardship which would result from scrict applicartion of this law:
and, the circumstances underlying the reguested deviation.

Section 1180. Faes

Fesa regquirementsa shall be esraklished py Viilage Board of Trusrtees
resolution. The fee shall ke paid in cash, certified check, or
monay order payable to the V¥illage.
