On April 7, 2015 the Lewis County Board of Legislators passed a Local Law to provide a uniform system for managing
the collection, transportation and disposal of solid waste and recyclables.

Section III, Part 2b states that “All solid waste delivered in a plastic bag to a County facility or the Authority landfill
for disposal shall be delivered in a clear or translucent bag such that the contents of the bag are easily identifiable for
inspection ofx prohibited material, including recyclable materials”

REMINDER: Effective April 15, 2016
this Local Law will be enforced and disposal of solid waste in Lewis County
(curbside as well as at transfer stations) will be required to be in clear trash bags.
