RESOLUTION NO. __ -2024

RESOLUTION IN SUPPORT OF S6098/A5744 TO AMEND GENERAL MUNICIPAL
LAWTO ALLOW VOLUNTEER FIREFIGHTERS TO RECEIVE CALL STIPENDS AND FOR
THE LEGISLATURE TO EXTEND SAME TO EMS AMBULANCE VOLUNTEERS

Introduced by Legislator Andrea Moroughan, Chair of the General Services
Committee.

WHEREAS, Senator Skoufis and Assemblyperson Stirpe have each introduced a
Bill (S-6098/A-5744) to amend the General Municipal Law by adding a new section 201-
a which would allow for volunteer fire companies of a county, city, town, village, fire
district, or any other entity operating a volunteer fire company to elect include within its
membership, “call firefighters”. These volunteer firefighters who meet all criteria and
requirements to be a volunteer firefighter would serve at the call of the fire company and
receive a stipend up to $50/call (or $5,000 annually per call firefighter). Under the
proposed Bill, such call firefighters would continue the status and benefits of volunteer
firefighters; and

WHEREAS, the Lewis County Countywide EMS ad hoc committee’s report
identified the need to financially support volunteer firefighters as well as EMS ambulance
volunteers, especially in upstate New York rural counties. The committee recommends
that the Board of Legislators support this proposed legislation, and advocate for its
extension to apply to EMS ambulance volunteers in order to provide these life-saving
services to the residents of Lewis County;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED as follows,

Section 1. The Lewis County Board of Legislators supports the efforts of
Senator Skoufis and Assemblyperson Stirpe in proposing Senate Bill S6098 and
Assembly Bill A5744 to amend the GML to provide for stipends to be paid to volunteer
firefighters each time a “call firefighter” responds to a call by the fire company.

Section 2. The Lewis County Board of Legislators believes that the proposed Bills
will do much to help address the dwindling number of volunteer firefighters, especiallyin
upstate rural counties such as Lewis. However, Lewis County also suffers a serious
decline in the number of EMS ambulance volunteers; the Board urges the legislature to
extend the per call stipend set forth in these proposed Bills to EMS ambulance volunteers,
especially in the upstate rural Counties of New York State.

Section 3. The Clerk of the Board is directed to send certified copies of this
Resolution to Governor Hochul, the NYS Senate Majority and Minority Leaders, NYS
Assembly Majority and Minority Leaders, Senator Skoufis, Assemblyperson Stirpe,
Senator Mark Walczyk, Assemblyperson Ken Blankenbush and any other person,
institution or agency the Board deems appropriate to review these proposed Bills and
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extend same to EMS Ambulance Volunteers.

WHEREAS, the Lewis County Board of Legislators adopted Resolution No.
346-2019 authorizing the Bridge Replacement on CR 43 (East Road) over Moose
Creek (PIN 7753.89; BIN 3339700) in the Town of Leyden, County of Lewis for C&S
Engineers, Inc. to provide Preliminary Engineering/Design Phases of the Project at a

Introduced by Legislator Andrea Moroughan, Chair of the General Services
Committee.

WHEREAS, a Project for the Bridge Replacement known as CR 43 (East Road)
over Moose Creek PIN 7753.89; BIN 3339700) (the “Project”) in the Town of Leyden,
County of Lewis, is eligible for funding under Title 23 U.S. Code, as amended, that
calls for the apportionment of the costs of such a program to be borne at the ratio of
80% federal funds and 20% non-federal funds; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Highway Law 8§ 10 (34-a) and section 15 of Chapter 329
of the Laws of 1991 as amended by section 9 of Chapter 330 of the Laws of 1991, as
further amended by chapter 57 of the Laws of New York of 2014, the State has
established the “Marchiselli” Program, which provides certain State-aid for Federal
aid highway projects not on the State highway system with project eligibility for
Marchiselli Program funds determined by NYS DOT. This project is being funded with
Federal Surface Transportation Program (STP) and Marchiselli funds; and

WHEREAS, the County of Lewis advanced the Project by authorizing a
commitment of 100% of the non-federal share of the costs of the Engineering/Design
and Right-Of-Way (ROW) Incidentals Phases of the Project by Resolution No. 221-
2019 adopted July 2, 2019; and

WHEREAS, the Superintendent of Highways received notice from the NYS
DOT that the County will receive additional funding, which amends the previously
adopted Schedule A funding by adding $66,000.00 for the Engineering/Design
Phase of the project; and

WHEREAS, in order to save on financial institution interest payments and legal
fees incurred under bonds and lease-to-own agreements, in 2022 the Board of
Legislators authorized an interfund loan from Fund Balance to the County Machinery
Fund for 2023 Highway Department machinery and heavy equipment purchases in
accordance with its capital equipment plan. An MOU was executed to provide for
repayment of this loan within five years at no interest, and with annual installments
toward the balance owing; and

WHEREAS, the Treasurer, Highway Superintendent and Purchasing Director
seek to have the Board of Legislators authorize a 2024 interfund loan of up to
$650,000 from Fund Balance to the County Machinery Fund for the Highway

Summary of the past month:

We are currently working on finishing the SHSP FY2021 grant. SHSP FY2022 grant in the amount of
$46,946 quotes are being requested to fulfill the purchases. The grant application for SHSP FY2023 was
approved, and purchases will being soon. The EMPG grant is in the DHSES approval process for
FY2023 in the amount of $14,358.00 which is applied towards office payroll.

Lewis County EMT Advisory Committee: The EMS Ad Hoc committee continues for 2024.

July 11, 2023, Bob met at BOCES with the committee to help create this new course in their program
for Certified First Responders and Basic EMTs. This program will be kicking off in the 2024-2025
school year and these planning meetings will continue to assist BOCES.

The Basic EMT class hosted at LCSR ended with 12 students. Now these students need to schedule and
take their final state exam.

The Advanced EMT (not paramedic) class started January 4, 2024, hosted at Constableville
Ambulance. Per instructor Matt Yelton he currently has 12 students enrolled in the A-EMT class.

Mask Fit testing for interior firefighters will resume in February 2024.

The instructors are working to schedule firefighter trainings to Ariel Truck Ops, Auto Vehicle
Extraction Training, Firefighter Decon Class, Lithium Battery class. Two Basic Exterior Firefighting
classes are scheduled for 2024. The first BEFO class will be hosted at Castorland Fire with January 15%
as the start date and the 2" BEFO class hosted at West Leyden Fire has a March 5% start date. Interior
Fire Operations class will begin after both BEFO classes conclude.

The Firefighter contamination reduction and cancer prevention class is scheduled at Lowville on
1/15/2024. There is a battery emergencies and electrical storage systems class scheduled at 3-G station
on 1/17/2024.

The next LEPC meeting is scheduled for January 22, 2024, held at the Lewis County JCC classroom 4/5.

Now that school is back in session Bob is attending the safety meetings to date for Harrisville, Beaver
River and Lowville. Bob attends the meetings as requested by the schools.

January Monthly Update Regarding December 2023

e FIXING THE DATE OF PUBLIC HEARING ON ADDITION TO THE OHV TRAIL SYSTEM-We
will be adding a reroute to the Lee Gulf Trail and an Ives Road connection. SEQRA review
and information will be sent separately.

e Singing Waters - the change order on the pavilion is complete and the RFP for the water
system bid will be live this week with a bid opening on February 9t at 2 pm.

e Cronk Harvest - Prentice and Carlisle have continued the harvest now that the weather
conditions have cooled off. The crew harvesting has purchased a forwarder to reduce the
impact. Things are going well.

e Hough Memorial Forest- the crew has been busy marking the parcel in the town of New
Bremen. We hope to get the bid out this month with the assistance of Brian Hanno.

e Adirondack Park Community Smart Growth Grant - This grant is for areas only in the
Adirondack Park and it is a 100% grant with no match. We are working with Planning to
submit a Winter Recreation Development Plan for the County owned parcels in the
Commons (Town of Greig and Lyonsdale). This will develop a non-motorized winter
recreation plan and update the departments snowmobiles to maintain and groom the trails.

e Snowmobile Grant - We are finally getting enough snow in areas to allow riding. We plan to
update the GPS layers for the trails in areas needed, about 60% of the trails are due this
year. We will work with the clubs to get this completed and processed for the Phase |
submission.

e Snowmobile Kiosks - The Kiosk have been distributed to the clubs and the Snowmobile
Action Committee meetings have resumed.

e OHV - Trail Crew will continue to lay out the new trails and we will continue the community
outreach to add additional trails and connectors to the Lewis County Trail System.

2023 OHV Permit Sales - We closed out with $297,336.26 in revenue and that is
$41,994.46 over last year's totals. The budget looks good with the Account Balance for ATV
FUND being $297,336.26 (* not all 2023 invoices have been paid).
