The meeting was called to order at 8:30 AM. 	

Privilege of the Floor	
· Rose shared that there will be a dance and raffle basket fundraiser for the Mental Health Walk on March 28 from 7-10 pm at the Glenfield Fire Hall. 

Approval of the minutes from 2/10/2026.
· Action - Motion made by Lyndsey Allen, seconded by Rose Larkins. All in favor.

Director’s Report
· Anna reviewed the Director’s Report for February, including an active Assisted Outpatient Treatment (AOT) investigation and an imminent AOT hearing being organized by a correctional facility for a Lewis County resident scheduled for return to the community, two Criminal Procedure Law (CPL) 730 evaluations were also completed and returned to court. Other updates included THRIVE’s community stakeholder letter regarding the opening of their Opioid Treatment Program in Lowville later in 2026, CHJC’s relocation, and tracking of pending RFPs and grants. Additionally, Anna described coordination with hospitals and state agencies on transfers to Article 9.39 facilities, New York State’s updated suicide prevention strategy, a rural suicide prevention RFA, and plans to post two Mental Health Services Coordinator positions. Lewis County will begin administering SPOA effective June 1 and systems-of-care work is on pause during this transition period.

Subcommittee Reports
· Developmental Disability Subcommittee
· At the 2/24/2026 meeting, the Developmental Disability Subcommittee discussed long waitlists for specialty evaluations, plans to share evaluator resource lists created by Lewis County Public Health and NRCIL and caregiver confusion during transitions from early intervention to school. The Subcommittee plans to have further discussions about the specific qualifications needed to complete these evaluations, so they can engage in more focused workforce and recruitment efforts. 

New Business/Action Items

Monthly Report Review, Agency Updates & Open Discussion
· CHJC – Mobile crisis utilization continues to rise as outreach expands, $2 Million Daniel’s Law Pilot Program award to cover three years, relocation to 7714 Number Three Road, hiring for a care coordinator and updated contact information coming for the Lewis County Clinic. CHJC is now accepting Lewis County referrals for Home Based Crisis Intervention (HCBI). This program is for youth who frequent the emergency department for mental health evaluations, who have a history of inpatient psychiatric hospitalization and who are in imminent risk of inpatient psychiatric hospitalization or higher level of care such as a community residence or residential treatment facility. 
· Lewis County Health System – Reviewing current suicide screening workflows (Patient Health Questionnaire-2 (PHQ-2) to Patient Health Questionnaire-9 (PHQ-9) to Columbia Suicide Severity Rating Scale (CSSRS)) and the two paths they can utilize with the CSSRS (lifetime vs. more recent vs. from last visit). They are working with their physicians to improve documentation efforts, safety planning and potentially changing their scale to something like the Ask Suicide-Screening Questions (ASQ). 
· Pivot – Anchor Recovery staff are on site Tuesday and Thursday from 10 am – 2 pm. A cornhole tournament is being organized with Lewis County schools on May 30th. Save the date for the Tall Cop/Knowledge is Power Community Drug Education Summit on September 30. Pivot will be presenting regarding the JUUL Settlement Funds during the March 24 Behavioral Health Subcommittee meeting and the Bach Harrison Prevention Needs Assessment (PNA) will be administered in the fall of 2026. Pivot is collaborating with Office for the Aging, North Country Addictions Resource Center, New York Connects and the UP! Coalition for the Golden Aged Galan on March 27 at the Lowville Fire Hall. 
· OPWDD – As of March 1, OPWDD rolled out a new waiver serviced called Home Enabling Supports. It is designed for individuals in non-certified settings and up to $5,000 is available to them per year for supports or other assistive technologies that are designed to help that person remain independent and safe in their environment. Lewis County’s provider for this program is ARISE (based out of Syracuse).
